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BAY LWV PRESENTS TOWN HALL ON PRIMARY ELECTION ISSUE

Bay Village residents are invited to attend a Town Hall meeting on Thursday, August 2, 7 pm, at Bay Library, 502 Cahoon Road, to discuss the issue of a nonpartisan primary election in Bay.  Sponsored by the League of Women Voters-Cuyahoga Area, Bay Village Chapter, the meeting will feature a PowerPoint presentation, discussion by LWV officials and Council President Brian Cruse, and audience questions.

The League’s research recommended that City Council put a Charter amendment on the November 6, 2007 municipal election ballot so that Bay voters could choose whether or not they wanted a nonpartisan primary election in Bay Village.  The current plurality system declares the candidate with the most votes as the winner, no matter how many candidates there are to split the vote.  Since 1989, three multi-candidate mayoral elections in Bay Village have resulted in winners without a majority vote.
